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The NIOS

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) started in 1979 as a pioneering project titled
“Open School” under the Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE), New Delhi. In
pursuance of the provisions of the National Policy on Education (NPE-1986), the Government of
India, Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), setup the National Open School
(NOS) as an autonomous institution on November, 1989. The Open School project of CBSE was
amalgamated into NOS. It was later rechristened in its existing name in 2002.

NIOS is providing a number of Vocational, Life Enrichment and Community oriented courses
besides General and Academic Courses at Secondary and Senior Secondary Level. It also offers
Elementary Level Courses through its Open Basic Education Programmes (OBE). Government
of India through a gazette notification vested NIOS with the authority to examine and certify
learners registered with it up to pre degree level in the area of Academic, Technical or
Vocational education. Association of Indian Universities has given equivalence to Senior
Secondary Certificate Examination of NIOS.

Schooling for ITI Learners

This scheme of ‘Schooling for ITI learners’ is meant for giving an opportunity to earn a
Secondary and Senior Secondary Certificate, as per their eligibility, who are either:

1. Pursuing their education through ITIs or
2. Have cleared their ITI courses.

For this, they need to make very small effort after which they would be receiving Secondary and
Senior Secondary certificate from NIOS apart from their trade certificate from ITI.

NIOS has signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with Directorate General of Training
(DGT) under Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE), Govt. of India to
offer this scheme.

The MoU has been signed to offer Courses through Distance Learning mode to attain the
following objectives:
Break the barriers between school education and skill development;

Open pathways for ITI pass outs (from regular course of Craftsmen Training Scheme
(CTS) under NCVT, for horizontal and vertical mobility;

Enhance employability of NCVT certified, ITI pass outs;

Enhance NCVT certified, ITI pass outs to move to appropriate academic
courses/programmes (Senior Secondary/ Degree Courses);




Accept subjects taught under CTS of NCVT at ITI for academic equivalence under credit
transfer; and Enable NCVT certified, ITI learners to earn Secondary/ Senior secondary

qualification.

Admission for Academic Courses under NIOS —ITI Scheme

a) Any one, who is either pursuing ITI (regular course of two years Craftsmen Training
Scheme (CTS)) under NCVT, or has passed ITI two years Course earlier can undertake
NIOS-ITI Education course for completing Secondary or Senior Secondary qualification.

The learners who have already completed or pursuing two years NSQF compliant courses
from any ITI under CTS of NCVT would be eligible for admission with NIOS for
secondary or senior secondary certification.

NIOS will accept credit transfer of up to three core subjects successfully completed by a
trainee in any of the regular courses under 2 years of Craftsmen Training Scheme (CTS)
of NCVT pursued in an ITI and will offer two or more courses in the following groups to
complete the requirement for Secondary/Senior Secondary Certification:

One language subject of NIOS

Any one of the other academic subjects offered by NIOS.

Salient features of the scheme
Freedom to learn at your own pace, place and Time.
No upper age limit: there is no upper age limit for admission.

Choice of subjects: Learner can choose any subject combination from the list of subjects
offered as per the criteria given in the Scheme of Studies.

Flexibility to choose the time and mode of examination.

Credit accumulation: You can choose to appear in anyone or more subjects in any
examination and earn credit which will be accumulated till all subjects required for
certification are successfully completed within a period of 5 years of registration.

Transfer of Credit for ITI subjects: NIOS is acknowledging previous knowledge by
allowing transfer of credits of three subjects passed from NCVT Certified ITI.

Admission & Examination

a) For ITI Passed Out Learners

The admission for such learners is open round the year online (24x7) at Secondary and Senior
Secondary levels through NIOS Accredited Institutions (Study centres) including NIOS
Accredited ITls, known as Special Accredited Institutions for Academic and Skill Development
(SAIASD).

These learners are eligible to appear either in NIOS Public examination or through On Demand
Examination System (ODES), after confirmation of Admission.

b) For Learners Pursuing ITI
The admission at Secondary and Senior Secondary levels for learners pursuing ITI Course is
open round the year online (24x7) through the NIOS Accredited ITIs (SAIASD), from where
learners are pursuing ITI with following cut off dates for the Public examination.
o IstBlock : 16™ March to 15" Sept. First public examination
In April next year
o lind block : 16™Sept. to 15" March First public examination
In October same year




The learners who are pursuing ITI can seek online ODES Registration only after April/ May,
2017 and October/November 2017 Public examinations.

On Demand Examination System

If you are already a registered learner of NIOS at the Secondary or the Senior Secondary level,
you have the option to appear in the Examination through NIOS On-Demand Examination
System (ODES). You can appear in the examination through ODES as per your wish and
preparation as and when you feel ready for the examination, subject to availability of the seats in
the examination.

Registration for ODES

In order to avail the facility of ODES, learner has to be a registered candidate as bonafide
student of NIOS having an Enrolment Number and a valid Identity Card;

The registration for ODES is available for existing learners through Online only. To
know the ODES registration procedure, you may visit the NIOS website: www.nios.ac.in
(click on On Demand Examination System for ITI Learners — thereafter click on online
ODE registration for existing learners);

For appearing in the ODE, the learner must bring the Original Identity Card issued by the
NIOS along with any other valid photo identity proof e.g., Driving Licence, Voter Card,
Passport, Aadhar Card etc., and the complete print out of the Computer generated ODE
registration application;

On Demad Examinations are held at NIOS Headquarters at Noida and its Regional
Centres. A candidate can appear for ODE at his/her Regional Centre or NIOS
Headquarters at Noida. Candidates of Delhi Region can appear for ODE at NOIDA.
Overseas candidates can appear from any of the ODE Centres of NIOS.

On Demand Examination fee can be paid either through credit card , debit card, net
banking or Bank Draft at the time of online ODE registeration. The Bank Draft should be
in favour of the “Secretary”, NIOS” and should be payable at concerned Regional
Centre/NOIDA, where he/she is willing to appear.

The Bank Draft alongwith the print out of the online ODE registration application and a
copy of the Identity Card may be sent immediately after the online ODE registration to:

The learners will be allowed to appear in the ODE only after the receipt of the Bank Draft
with requisite documents by the respective offices;

Study Centres are institutions accredited by the NIOS to provide human support to learners who
are otherwise left alone to learn from self-learning material. They provide guidance and other
support services to the learner.




Functions of a study center

Study Centers perform the academic and administrative functions such as:
e to provide guidance to the learners particularly during the time of admission;

to inform learners about the important dates like the last date of submission of
application forms, with and without late fees;

registration dates for appearing in the examinations and to help learners prepare for
examinations;
